Prasannakumar Redasani, Chairman of the Governing Board, which comprises of 30 eminent
personalities, who form the Advisory and Selection Committee.

• This Committee thoroughly scrutinizes and screens each application, in order to ascertain
the applicant’s eligibility and also visit the student’s residence for verification, thus ensuring
that the right student is awarded the scholarship.

• Since 2008, over 13,800 students of the district have benefited from scholarships.

• 3566 students have completed their education.

• 43,194 students have been trained in Soft Skills Development & other 17 topics.

• Student should be resident of Jalgaon District

• Passed Std. 10th and above exams in the first attempt

• Eligibility Percentage
Std. 10th  : Rural Area – Min 85% & Urban Area – Min 90% 
Std. 12th : Rural Area – Min 70% & Urban Area – Min 75% OR
Students appeared for MH-CET or equivalent Exam – Min 120 Marks

• Combined annual income of the family should be less than Rs. 2 Lacs

• Physically challenged students will get special preference
